Champion’s Challenge – Craft ideas

We changed the craft activities in the book to those on the chart (SEE ‘Plan for week’).  We planned less craft activities for the older children as we wanted to challenge them to personalise the stories and Psalms from the Bible to make it more real to them.

Medal Biscuits

The children decorated rich tea biscuits with icing sugar and a variety of sweets.

Mug coasters

We bought these from Baker Ross (see their website).  Each coaster comes in two pieces with plain paper for the children to decorate.  We gave each child a small memory verse to stick in the middle before snapping the two halves together.

Running athlete

(SEE ATTACHED) We copied these athletes onto thin white card for the children to cut out and assemble with split pins to demonstrate how we should keep running forward to our heavenly goal.

Memory verse baton
We collected thin tubes (from foil) which we covered in white paper for the children to decorate.  The children stuck a memory verse on the sheet “These are the words of Jesus- pass it on” (SEE ATTACHED).  This simple activity was amazingly popular.

Fridge magnets

From a local scrap store we managed to get hold of enough small magnets for each child.  The children coloured pictures, cut out a medal and assembled them (SEE ATTACHED) which we then laminated before using a glue gun to stick on the magnets.

Big shields

We cut out big shields in gold card for each age group to decorate showing what the week at Champion’s Challenge meant to them.  The younger groups cut out sporty pictures and stuck them on while one of the older groups wrote some prayers.

Paper cross
One of the leaders used an A1 piece of paper to demonstrate how we do not get to heaven and the way that we do, by folding and tearing the paper.  (SEE ATTACHED).  The children made individual crosses on which they wrote  “Jesus died for me.”

Poem based on a Psalm

We read a poem to the children in the older two groups and then asked questions to enable them to write their own:

What can we praise God for? (Thank you God for…)

How does God make you feel?  (You make me feel ….)

What is God like?

What did God create?

What has God done in your life?

What does God give you? Etc

Rap

A member of our congregation performed a rap on the story of Zacchaeus to the children.  The children were encouraged to write their own rap (in small groups) based on one of the stories we had had during he week..
