Craft activities
	Older group
We had a large group of 10-11 year olds and so decided to do a different activity with them.  They were given the task of writing their own script of creation and making simple shadow puppets to act out the story.   They then performed their work to everyone else on the Friday session.   This activity was a wonderful success.


Monday
Ice breaker: In advance we made large balls (we used papier mache around a beach ball) and suspended these in the hall.  Each group decorated the globe according to their ability – some cut out animals, people plants etc and  stuck them on, others drew the continents and labelled them. 
Main:  Each group made an animal mobile.  We had pre-prepared the activity by making a mobile base by tying two garden canes together.  For the younger ones, we gave them sheets of animals on card for them to colour, cut out and attach to the mobile with thread.  The older children copied pictures of animals from books etc.

Tuesday

Icebreaker: Each child made an “Andy Pandy” hat from squares of lining paper and decorating it.  These were worn as wedding hats during the story of the wedding at Cana.

Main: Half of the groups painted patterns onto plastic wine glasses while the rest made stained glass window pictures using black paper and tissue paper.  (See photos).
Wednesday

Ice breaker:  We collected some old folders/files from a scrap store and the children decorated them and used them to store their daily sheets.

Main:  The groups did the alternative activity to the one they did the previous day. 

Thursday

Ice breaker:  We played Kim’s game ( Several small items are put on a tray eg comb, scissors.  While the children shut their eyes, one item is taken off and then they try to guess what is missing.) 
Main:   We cut out photo frames and rectangles of a shiny cardboard that was similar to a mirror.   The children constructed the fames and then decorated them with twigs and  made them into trees, pictures of flowers etc to continue the park theme.

Friday

Ice breaker:  The children made flags from garden canes and pre cut triangles of paper.

Main:  The children made pine cones into birds( by sticking on feathers, googly eyes and felt beaks ) and mice (by sticking on strips of leather for tails, googly eyes and a felt nose.)
