Waste Watchers Drama Script

Characters: 
Joshua – the stupid one

Michael - nerd 
Steven – slightly depressed, and moans a lot
Amy – excitable
Day 1
Narrator: You join us in the park, where Joshua has almost finished building his bench. Let’s see what happens (PLAY)

Joshua: (is busy putting finishing touches to bench)

Michael: (enters stage, and looks at bench)

Joshua: Hello Michael 

Michael: Hello Joshua, how are you?

Joshua: I’m very good, thanks. I’ve just been building this bench. What do you think?

Michael: It looks great! Did you build it on your own?

Joshua: Yeah! It was hard work, but I think it’s worth it

Michael: (looking and touching the bench)

Michael: How long did it take you to build?

Joshua: Only 10 hours
Michael: 10 hours!!!!! (shocked)

Joshua: Yes. Anything wrong with that? (slightly upset)

Michael: No. That’s really fast building (sarcastically)

Freeze

Narrator: (PAUSE) All is going well so far, Joshua is very happy with his bench, and Michael seems to be impressed. But…hold on…what’s that I hear. (PLAY)

(3 and 4 run on playing a game of throw and catch)

Steven: Good catch!

Amy: you too!
Joshua: Oh, Hello

Steven: Hello

Michael: Hello

Amy: Hello

Joshua: What you up to?

Steven: We’re playing throw and catch

Amy: Yeah. It’s great fun

Joshua: Cool. I’ve been building this bench.

Steven: Oh yeah. Do you want to see me juggle?

Amy: Juggle?? You can’t juggle!

Steven: Oh yes I can

Amy: Oh no you can’t

Steven: can

Amy: can’t

(repeats)

Steven: I’ll prove it

Amy: OK

Steven: ready?

Amy: Do you think he can do it children?

Children: 

Steven: (Steven juggles with one ball)

Joshua: ummmm…that’s not juggling!

Steven: yes it is! I’m juggling one ball.

Michael: With juggling, you need to juggle more than one ball!

Steven: Oh, OK (pauses), I’ll try with 3 balls

Joshua: Sure?

Steven: Yeah! How hard can it be?

Amy: OK. Let’s start clapping children

Steven: (tries to juggle, but fails. Steven falls backwards and breaks bench)

Michael: Oh dear. Look at the bench. It’s broken
Narrator: (PAUSE) Steven has now broken the bench. What are they going to do? (PLAY)

Joshua: You’ve broken my bench (upset)

Steven: I didn’t mean to. I’m really sorry.

Joshua: But that took me ages
Michael: Yeah…took him ages! He worked really hard on that bench.

Amy: Don’t worry Joshua, we can fix it. 

Steven: Yeah, we can work together to fix it. 

Michael: It won’t take long with all of us working on it

Narrator: So all of them set to work fixing the bench (PLAY)

Michael: Sorted!

Steven: That’s a job well done!

Amy: Are you happy with it Joshua?

Joshua: Yes. It’s great. Even better than before. Thank you everyone!

Narrator: (PAUSE) Join us tomorrow for more adventures of Joshua, Michael, Steven and Amy
Day 2
Narrator: Welcome back! It’s fantastic you’ve come to join us again. Today Amy and Michael are selling lemonade(PLAY)

Michael and Amy are trying to sell lemonade at a stall
Michael: Lemonade! Get your lemonade here! Only £3 for a cup (shouting)

Amy: It’s a bargain! Get re-hydrated here

Michael: Anyone? Anyone for a drink? Hello?

Amy: Michael

Michael: Yes

Amy: There seems to be a slight problem

Michael: Problem? What problem?

Amy: Well, we don’t seem to have any customers. No one is buying the lemonade

Michael: That’s a very good point. I just can’t figure out why!

Amy: Maybe it’s the price of the lemonade

Michael: Good idea! We’ll increase the price to £4 (changes sign)

Amy: Nooooooo. I meant make the price lower

Michael: Good idea! How about £1 (changes sign)

Amy: Excellent

Michael: Lemonade! Get your lemonade here! Only £1 for a cup (shouting)

Amy: It’s a bargain! Get re-hydrated here

(Rush of people enter and buy lemonade, leaving them with no lemonade)

(Joshua enters, attempting to buy lemonade)

Joshua: Can I buy some lemonade?

Amy: Well…we seem to have run out. All our bottles are empty.
Michael: Yeah, we had lots of customers and no there’s none left.

Joshua: Can’t you make some more?

Amy: we could…

Michael: …but it would takes ages

Amy: Unless…

Michael: Unless we had someone to help us.

Joshua: Yeah, you’ll need someone to help you. But who could help???

(Michael and Amy stare at Joshua)

Joshua: Oh, you mean me

Amy: Yes. (laughs). If that’s OK.

Joshua: I’d love to help

Michael: Could you run get some ingredients?

(Joshua runs off stage) (Quickly runs back on)

Joshua: What ingredients do I need?

Amy: Lemons, fizzy water and sugar (counting on her fingers)

(Joshua runs off stage)

(Michael gets out blender)

(Joshua returns)

Michael: This turbo X 50 super drive blender from Tesco should do the job quick enough

(Joshua throws some lemons, fizzy water and sugar into the blender)

Joshua: Wow, this machine looks pretty powerful!

Amy: Here we go! (Switches blender on [without lid!])

(Water spills everywhere and soaks them)

Amy: Ooops

Michael: I think we forgot the lid

Joshua: Oh well, there seems to be some left

Amy: Yeah, lets taste it

(drinks some, but spits it out again)

Amy: Yuk!

(Michael tries some)

Michael: errrrrrrrr

Joshua: What’s the matter?

Michael: That’s SALT you put in, not sugar!
Joshua: O dear

Michael: Never mind, I think we’ll just serve water from now on

Michael: Water! Get your water here! Only 1p for a cup (shouting)

Amy: It’s a bargain! Get re-hydrated here

END

Day 3
Narrator: You join us in the park, where Joshua is exploring (PLAY)

Park Keeper is busy cutting grass with scissors, near front of stage.

Joshua walks in and notices Park Keeper, and starts to imitate him in a comical fashion!

Joshua coughs, and the Park Keep is startled and jumps in the air

Park Keeper: You startled me. What are you doing there?

Joshua: Well, I was just wondering what you were doing.

Park Keeper: I’m just cutting the grass, it’s getting too long

Joshua: With scissors?

Park Keeper: Yeah. I cut each blade of grass individually

Joshua: That must take ages, why not use a lawn mower?

Park Keeper: I used it yesterday, but today I’m just trimming some of the grass blades I missed.
Michael and Amy walk on, with Michael holding map

Amy: We are completely lost. You have no idea where we are

Michael: We’re not lost, we’ve just wondered off in the wrong direction. I’ll soon find my way back.

Amy: You’ve been saying that for the last 2 hours

Joshua: Oh hello. Are you lost?
Michael: No. We’re fine

Amy: What he means is… yes we are lost!

Michael: OK OK, we’re lost.

Amy: The walk was only meant to take ½ and hour, and we’ve been gone 2 hours!

Joshua: Don’t worry. I know where I am

Michael: Can you help us?
Joshua: Yeah, sure. Just head in that direction (points)

Michael and Amy walk off

Joshua: (to audience) shall I let you in on a secret? …well…I don’t really know where I am, and I’ve pointed them in the wrong direction

Michael and Amy walk back on

Joshua: You’re back

Michael: What about my back? (tries to reach his back)

Joshua: No…I mean you’re both back

Amy: Both our backs? (both try to reach their backs)

Joshua: Oh, nothing!!!

Amy: It came to a dead end. I thought you said you knew where we are

Joshua: I do. I just made a mistake. You actually need to go in that direction >

Amy and Michael walk off in that direction

Joshua: (to audience) OK, I’m off, see you later. (walks off in different direction)

Michael and Amy walk back on

Amy: (to audience) Where’s Joshua gone

Michael: Joshua!!! Come back here!!! (shouting)

They follow

Day 4

Narrator: We’re about to hear a conversation between Michael and Steven, so listen carefully
(Michael dials Steven, and the phone rings on opposite side of stage)
Michael: Hello

Steven: Hello

Michael: Guess what?

Steven: What?

Michael: You’re meant to guess!

Steven: Ummmm, errrrrrr, I give up. This is to difficult! Can’t you give me some options?

Michael: OK. If you wish! 

Option 1: I’ve learnt how to fly

Option 2: I’ve got a new mobile phone

Option 3: I’ve figured out how to stop time

Steven: Tricky one, but as I remember the last time you tried fly you broke your leg; and it’s impossible to stop time. So…..i guess you’ve got a new phone.

Michael: Correct! How did you know? (sarcastically)

Steven: What type of phone is it?

Michael: It’s a Nokia 1050FB341HYXA

Steven: Wow, sounds impressive!

Michael: Hold on I’ve got another call to answer.

(Presses button on phone)

Michael: Oh hello Joshua, lovely to hear from you. I’ve haven’t spoken to you in ages! It’s been at least … … 1 day!

(pause)

Oh, a magic trick! Yeah, I’d love to see a magic trick! Hold on I’ll just ask Steven.

(Presses button on phone)

(Steven has fallen asleep)

Steven?? You there? Hello? (get louder)

Steven suddenly wakes up

Steven: Sorry, I’m here

Michael: Good. Joshua wants to know, do you wanna see a magic trick?

Steven: Oh, a magic trick! Yeah, I’d love to see a magic trick!

Michael: Come on round to my house! Bye
Steven: C ya

(ends call with Steven)
Michael: Joshua? (pause) Yeah, come on round I’m looking forward to seeing this trick!

(Both Joshua and Steven appear in Michael’s house)

Joshua: For this magic trick, I will need an object. This mobile phone should be great.

(Michael protests, but is ignored by Joshua)

(Joshua use his magic wand/hammer and starts to smash the mobile phone under a cloth.)

Michael: What are you doing??? That’s my new phone! Ahhhhhh (starts pulling hair out)

Steven: Yeah. What are you doing with his NEW phone??

Joshua: Do not fear! What is now broken will soon become restored and fixed. Just like this –

(Joshua produces the original phone)

Day 5

Narrator: The friends are called down to the park to sort out a litter problem.

The friends enter the park and see all the litter lying around

Michael sinks to his knees and puts his hands on his head

Michael: Nooooooooo!

Amy: Oh dear, who has done this to our lovely park, this is terrible!

Joshua: Don’t worry everyone, I’m sure we can tidy up the park in no time.

Steve: Yeah! It might look terrible now but I’m sure we can make the park look lovely again.

Michael: But there’s so much rubbish! We’ll never get it finished!

Steve: It looks like that doesn’t it, but (as we have proved time again this week) with all of us working on it at once it won’t take long at all.

Narrator: So, working together, the friends clear up the park and it begins to look better.

I’m hoping here that you can use a little improvisation to find imaginary rubbish, such as err this sock looks smelly or this giant cucumber looks mouldy or this circular saw looks rusty etc.

Josh: Hey guys! I’ve found this digital camera in a plastic bag! I’m sure that’s not meant to be there!

Michael: Nice! That’s a Model F%^ue%$wtuyjhgfgdDFD Mark 2. I’ll have that!

Michael makes to pocket the camera

Joshua: No! We should sell it and use the money to make the park better!

Amy: I think we should return in to it’s owner

Steve: That sounds like a good idea but how do we know who to return it to?

Amy: We could look at some of the pictures on the camera.

Michael: How clever

Planning to then flash some posing, stupid, semi-funny pictures of my dad on the screen to signify the pictures on the camera.

Improvise a bit search the crowd etc etc

Steve goes up to dad and gives the camera back

Dad: Thanks, I’ve been looking for this, here have this reward.

Friends then agree to spend money on new tree for park or something rubbish like that.
