MONDAY

Ice breaker - We made palm branches using tubes from kitchen rolls, foil etc as suggested in the book.

Main activity - We made footprints pictures using talcum powder.

1. Put a thin layer of powder onto a tray; 

2. Child puts his foot into the powder and then onto a black piece of A4 paper. 

3. Spray immediately with hair spray 

4. Stick on piece of paper with day 1 memory verse. 

5. Younger groups decorated 4 cm strips of paper with felt tips and stuck them around the outside to make frame 

6. Older groups covered 4cm pieces of card from cereal packets with strips of foil and then used blunt pencils etc to make an indented pattern

TUESDAY

Ice breaker - As well as the smelling guessing game, the children wrote their names on a sheet of A4 paper and decorated them with screwed up pieces of tissue paper.

Main activity -We didn't think that the boys would appreciate pot pourri, so we decorated mouse mats.  We collected mouse mats from local firms. We photocopied sheets with the letters W.W.J.D? (What would Jesus do?) and cut the sheets to the same size as the mouse mats.  The children decorated the sheets and then stuck them onto the mouse mats.  The older children did more of this process themselves.  We then encouraged the children to cover the mats at home with clear, sticky film.

WEDNESDAY

Ice breaker - We decorated our group areas by beginning to make a collage of a mountain on large pieces of paper.  Some children cut out pictures of mountains from Travel brochures to stick onto paper.

Main activity - We decorated Rich Tea biscuits with icing then a variety of sweets.  The older children used the sweets to spell out the memory verse on the biscuits!  This activity was very popular.

THURSDAY
Ice breaker - We continued with the mountain collage and had a feely bag game.

Main activity - We made banners (using a strip of white lining paper) in each group, which we later displayed in the church.  Each child drew round their hand on coloured paper, cut it out and wrote their name on it.  These hand shapes were made into the shape of a large cross.  The words "Jesus died because He loves us" were written on the banner.

FRIDAY

Ice breaker - The mountain collages were finished and various versions of Kim's game were played.

Main activity - We made necklaces and the children made a frame for the rhyme that went with it.

To make the cross necklace's you need 5 different coloured beads. You arrange them in the shape of a cross (as shown in attached picture but with different colours) 

There is also a rhyme that goes with it called the 'wordless book': 
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My heart was dark with sin (black bead)

Until the Saviour came in

His precious blood I know (red bead)

Has washed me white as snow (white bead)

And in His word I’m told

I’ll walk the streets of gold (gold bead)

What a wonderful day

When Jesus came my way (green bead = new life)
The beads are threaded onto strips of leather.

(the picture shows different colours)

You may notice that in all of the presentations there is a flash presentation called 'Space machine'. During our holiday club we built a time machine which our character appeared from with smoke and flashing lights! The kids loved it and we played this Dr Who music to it. (It does fade out!!)

Instructions are provided in Monday's presentation.

We made the song "Ace Foundations" by Dave Godfrey as our theme song even though it did not fit the theme.  The children loved it last year as we added plenty of actions and was easy to pick up.
